“Although many types of cables may work for your application, we recommend you use a cable that is constructed 
to offer a high degree of noise immunity.

(Equivalent: Single pair, shielded, twisted pair, 24 AWG or larger, 120 Ohm Impedance, 23 pF/ft capacitance)”
