Prewired cables keep installation clean and efficient, using half
the space at a fraction of the cost of standard terminal blocks.
There are several wiring solutions available when using the
ZIPLink System ranging from PLC [/O-to-ZIPLink Connector

Modules that are ready for field termination, options for
connecting to third party devices, GS, DuraPulse and SureServo
Drives, and specialty relay, transorb and communications
modules. Pre-printed 1/O-specific adhesive label strips for quick
marking of ZIPLink modules are provided with ZIPLink cables.
